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ILSP BASIC ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
Staff continue to ask about ILSP eligibility.  This document will attempt to summarize what makes a youth eligible.  Once eligible they are always eligible until they reach the age of 21 and in some cases the age of 23 or 24.

1. Youth placed out of home by the order of the Juvenile Court under either a 300 or a 602 finding on or after their 16th birthday.

2. Youth who were dismissed via a Kin-Gap Guardianship order before their 16th birthday when they reach the age of 16.

3. This is national criteria so it applies to youth from another state or county placed in Alameda County or who come to live in Alameda County if they meet the criteria of #1 and #2 above (if from another county) or #1 if from another state.

4. Services are offered to eligible youth who turn 16 by March 1st beginning with the start of the school year the September before their 16th birthday.

5. All aftercare services are available to age 21 for all ILSP eligible youth. 

6. ILSP eligible youth who are in higher education retain Chafee eligibility for financial aid until the semester in which they turn 23.

7. In California, all ILSP eligible youth qualify for up to 24 months of supportive housing through THP+ until the age of 24.  
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
